	In Their Words
“Every negro who shall be … absent from the residence of his employer after ten o’clock at night, without a … permit from his employer, shall pay a fine of five dollars, or … shall … work five days on the public road, or suffer corporal punishment…


No negro shall be permitted to rent or keep a house within said [county]….

	  Every negro is required to be in the regular service of some white person, or former owner, who shall be help responsible for [his] conduct…

  No negro… not in the military service shall be allowed to carry fire-arms… without the special written permission of his employer…
  No negro shall sell, barter, or exchange any… merchandise or traffic within said [county] without… written permission of his employer…”

	Lincoln’s

Plan

1864-1865
	At least 10% of the voters must agree to support the U.S. Constitution. Men who had held high Confederate offices will be disenfranchised. States must write new constitutions and elect new leaders.


	Johnson’s

Plan

1865-1866
	Lincoln’s 10% plan; however, many more ex-Confederates can hold office if they promise loyalty to the federal government. Also, the states must ratify the 13th Amendment and agree not pay Confederate debts.


	Congress’s

Plan

1866-1867
	The Johnson 10% plan. In addition, the states must ratify the 14th Amendment.

	Congress’s

Plan

1867-1877
	All ex-Confederate leaders will be disenfranchised. All states must ratify the 14th Amendment. All states must guarantee voting rights for blacks in their new constitutions. States would become military districts without right to govern themselves.


	*The 13th Amendment outlawed slavery anywhere.

*The 14th Amendment (1) gave blacks all civil rights except voting rights; (2) took away representatives in Congress from states that did not let blacks vote; (3) said that ex-Confederates who had once held public office could not hold it again; (4) said government would not pay Confederate war debts.
